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Summary Record

From March 2 to March 4, the United States and Japan held 4th U.S. -
Japanese Emergency Management Working Group meeting under U.S.-
Japan Bilateral Commission on Civil Nuclear Cooperation auspices in the
United States. Japanese participants included Tetsuya Yamamoto, Deputy
Director General, Cabinet Office and officials from the Cabinet Office, the
Japan Atomic Energy Agency and Japanese Embassy. U.S. participants
included Steve Aoki, Deputy Undersecretary of Energy for Counterterrorism
and Counter proliferation and U.S. Chair of the joint U.S.-Japan working
group and officials from NNSA, NRC, Federal Emergency Management
Agency (FEMA), Department of Defense (DOD), Centers for Disease Control
and Prevention, Environmental Protection Agency (EPA), Minnesota
Department of Public Safety, Xcel Energy.

During the meeting, both the United States and Japan shared
methodologies, good practices, and lessons learned for offsite radiological
emergency response plan development and review. In a request from each
country, Japan presented our recovery efforts from Fukushima Daiichi
Nuclear Power Plant accident including decontamination and health survey,
and the United States presented practical information and experience on
reasonable assurance of adequate protective measures. The Japan
delegation observed Fairfax County, Virginia Emergency Operations Center
on March 3. This three day exchange of ideas on enhancing nuclear
emergency preparedness and response capabilities from a wide perspective
of international, Federal, Regional, and State and so on was of enormous
benefit to both the United States and Japan.
