1. Purpose

The Global Startup Campus (hereinafter, “GSC”) initiative aims to attract top researchers,
startups, venture capitalists, accelerators, and companies from both Japan and abroad. Its
mission is to catalyze the transformation of Japan’s overall innovation ecosystem and to
establish a hub that meets the highest global standards.

To attract outstanding global talent and investment, the initiative will collaborate with
overseas universities and others to implement the following three integrated priority
activities: 1) International research to attract researchers and investors, 2) Startup support for
commercialization, and 3) Talent development (fellowships). Through these efforts, the
initiative aims to both advance and refine its implementation while building partnerships
with key stakeholders.

To provide advice on the overall operation of the priority activities defined in the
“Implementation Policy for Priority Activities under the Global Startup Campus Initiative”
(approved by the Director of the GSC Promotion Office, Cabinet Secretariat, on June 10,
2025) and other matters related to the promotion of the GSC initiative, the Cabinet Office
establishes a Steering Committee (hereinafter, “the Committee) consisting of external
experts.

2. Composition
(1) The members of the Committee shall be as specified in the attached document.

(2) The Chair may request the attendance of relevant persons when deemed necessary.

3. Proceedings

(1) The Committee’s meetings shall be held in private. However, this does not apply when
the Chair deems it appropriate to open the meeting to the public.

(2) A summary of the proceedings and related materials shall be made public promptly after
each meeting. However, the Chair may, as needed, withhold materials—such as those



concerning the content of proposed priority activities—from disclosure.

(3) In addition to the above, any other matters necessary for the operation of the meetings
shall be determined by the Chair in consultation with the Committee.

4. Others

Administrative matters related to the Committee shall be handled by the Office for Science,
Technology and Innovation, Cabinet Office.
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
