After participating in the Tokyo Program, the invited foreign youths were divided into three groups to visit local prefectures
where they took part in discussion program with local youths and experienced traditional Japanese culture, institutional visits and
homestay. They returned their countries on October 20 after completing all programs for 16 days in Japan.
